About K-W-L:

Directions for activity:

This will create thought bubbles around the “K”.  In the Basics toolbar on the left hand side of your screen click on the shape for a new main idea.  Type W in the text box.  Click on rapid fire to type what you know.  Make sure you hit enter after every sentence.  Make sure all your thoughts are in complete sentences or questions.  Double-check your spelling and punctuation before printing and saving.  Place your printed one in your Space Quest folder and save your document as KWL on your assigned disk.
