Each slide should have a description of at least 3 sentences in Spanish
with a font size of 48 or bigger. (Use the Preterite Tense —refer to pp.
38-63.

1. Draw for the country. Choose a partner you can work with.
2. Do or collect your research. Don’t forget to write down the
information for your bibliography!
At least 3 SOURCES: Books, encyclopedias,
or Internet sources,
3. Include a 1-2 minutes video clip of your country.
4. Include a map of your continent. Highlight your country.
Include also a map of your country and identify the capital.
5. Also include three other important cities from your
country in your map. Describe each city.

6. Include the flag of your country with detailed information.

7. Include the currency exchange rate of your country.

8. Include three tourist attraction sites from your country. A site can
be in or near a city. Ex. Museums, parks, tropical forest tours, fishing
tours, beach resorts, ski resorts, waterfalls, special geological sites, etc.
Describe each and give the class detailed information of each.
