
DIGITAL PROJECTOR HOOKUP 
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If you had a projector installed, 
you should have the four cables 
shown in this picture. Let me 
know ASAP if you do not have 
these cables. Include your 
name and room # in the email. 
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Cables should have been hooked 
up as per the following pictures if 
your computer was located close 
enough for the cables to reach the 
hookup points.  
 
Note: If you have recently moved 
your computer closer to the 
hookups, it is OK to hook them up 
yourself as per the pictures. 

These connectors (yellow, white & red) are for 
the television and VHS A/V cables (district is 
ordering) which will allow you to view cable 
TV and VHS tapes from your projector. 

The black audio cable
should be connected to 
AUDIO on the wall 
plate. 

The blue tipped video 
cable should be connected 
to COMPUTER on the 
wall plate.
