1. The child’s official birth certificate (not a certificate issued by the hospital)
2. The child’s social security card (optional).
3. Your proof of residence (current utility bill or
contract of sale or lease of house)
4. The child’s upto-date shot record which is to
include the following immunizations:
DTP/DtaP 5 doses
Polio 4 doses
MMR 2 doses
HIB 4 doses (not required after 5 years of age)
Hep B 3 doses 4
Hep A 2 doses "
(2nd dose must be given 6 months after the first
dose)

Varicella 2 doses (chicken pox) or verification of iliness
All immunizations need to be up-to-date in order for the school to
accept the registration packet. Registration for kindergarten is on a
first come, first served basis. Once classes at Nichols have filled the
additional students will attend Braun Station Elementary.
