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Project Name: Sun Shadows
Grade Level: Kinder
Content Area: Science
Content Skill: Sun, changes in shadows

Materials Needed: Paper Plates, 2 Pencils, Kid Pix digital template
LoTi Level: 3 
Prerequisites: None.  However, because we are asking students to write using innovative spelling, this should be done later in the year.
Estimated time for completing projects:  One whole day for observations.  One lab period for the generalization page.  
Description of project:  Students will  take their plate and pencil outside at the beginning of the day.  They will stick one pencil into the center of the plate, anchoring it to the ground.  Using the other pencil, student will “record” the position of the anchored pencil’s shadow. Around lunch,  students will return outside and record the shadow at that time.  Repeat this process again before “specials” and before student’s go home.  When student’s go to the lab, they will record the shadow location, and then write a sentence about what they were doing at each time.  They can also choose stamps to illustrate their activity.  At the bottom of the page, they will explain why they think the shadow changes.
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
