Estimated time for completing project:  45 min- 1 hr lab time (data entry, printing & discussion)
Description of project:  
1. Teacher will teach concept of Reduce – Reuse – Recycle – Can’t Recycle.  Students and teacher will brainstorm many different everyday items.  Students and teacher will analyze each item and decide if it can be reduced / reused /  recycled / or can’t be recycled.

2. Before coming to the lab, students will be given sheet with a list of the items brainstormed in step 1, or students will bring their individual data sheets.  Teacher will assist students in opening First Workshop from Desktop Icon and opening the template from the network drive.
3. Students will enter data; create a chart by classification of objects (Reduce/Reuse/Recycle/Can’t Recycle); modify the file to include their name in the title; write an observation in the notebook;  print the chart and notebook.

4. Discuss findings with a partner or the entire class.
