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Lesson Title: Holiday Graphs

Grade Level: 1st
Content Area: Social Studies

Content Skill: Compare ways people celebrate holidays,

Record data on bar graphs.  

Content Standards: SS VI. B; Math V. A, B, C

Technology Standards: VI.B, C

Software Application Used: Graphers

Materials Needed: Holiday Tally Sheet (Note:  the tally sheet can be modified to include other holidays that are celebrated by students in your classroom.)  

LoTi Level: 3
Estimated time for completing projects: 1 – 1.5 hours (with classroom discussion)

Prerequisites: 

Students should have already learned about various holidays celebrated during the wintertime.  

Familiarity with Graphers

· Data Maker

· Bar Graphs

· Bar Graph Tools

Description of project:    

Students will:  

1. Ask at least 20 people which holiday they celebrate.  Record responses on the Holiday Tally Sheet.  

2. Use Graphers to record data from the survey.   Open Graphers, choose to Work Out, Create New Data, Counting Data, Colors.  Each holiday corresponds to a color on the tally chart.  Use the Data Maker to enter data from each holiday.    

3. Create a bar graph. 

4. Push the Tools button to see a list of options for the bar graph.  Choose to show gridlines, make the graph multi-colored, make the graph horizontal, and show words as labels.  

5. Click the label by each color and type the name of the holiday that corresponds to that color.  Use the tally sheet to help spell the words.  

6. Change the title of the graph to “Holidays We Celebrate” or another appropriate title.  

7. Write 3 observations or statements about the chart in the Notebook.  

8. Print the graph and the notebook. 

9. Share and discuss their observations about the graph.  Use descriptive words, such as greater, most, least, less, etc.  Teacher can help guide the discussion.
