Description of project:

Once you have written down all your sources of information, you need to create your bibliography (an alphabetical list, usually at the end of your report or  project, of all the books, magazines, encyclopedias, web  sites, etc., where you found information to help you in  your research). To do this, put all sources in alphabetical order by author (if, as in the case of the web site above, you don't have an author, use the title).
