Description of project:


Students will…

· Divide into groups and assign one student from each group a digital camera.  All other students in the group will have a handout to complete.

· Students take pictures and record items around the school exterior which show signs of erosion and/or weathering.

· Once complete, ECT or CIT creates a library in Inspiration of the pictures students took.
· Students create a web of pictures distinguishing those that show Erosion and those that show Weathering.  Teacher should choose the number of items students will display.

· Students add notes stating 1) the item and the location of the item that is in the picture 2) and the cause of the erosion or weathering. 

· Idea!  A list of items which are eroded or weathered may be turned into the Principal to create maintenance work orders.
