Grade Level: 5th
Content Area: Math with optional Writing Extension

Materials Needed: Handmade surveys, Northside Elementary lunch menus

LoTi Level: 3 +
Prerequisites: basic knowledge of Excel Spreadsheet and Inspiration
Estimated time for completing projects: 3 class periods per grade level survey
Description of project:

1. Each student will select his or her top 5 favorite cafeteria lunch menu selections.

2. Students will survey their class and will ask which lunch choice is their favorite.

3. Each student will tally their surveys and record the totals for each selection.

4. Student will take their surveys to the computer lab and will input the results into an Excel spreadsheet.

5. The students will create a pie chart with decimal labels and put it in the same spreadsheet.

6. On a second sheet in the workbook, the students will analyze the results and predict whether or not they think a 4th grade class survey would have the same outcome.

7. The students will then survey the 4th grade students.

8. The results of the 4th grade survey will be entered into an Excel Spreadsheet to create a pie chart.

9. The students will compare the 5th grade and 4th grade results using a double bubble map in Inspiration.

10. Have students use their double bubble map with the analyzed results as a prewriting activity for a persuasive paper on which foods should be served more or less often in the cafeteria.
