	Use of Power Point

	Knowledge of native people
	Students show minimal knowledge of native people of the region. Presentation includes only one tribe.
	Students show an adequate knowledge of native people of the region. Presentation includes two or more tribes.
	Students show an advanced knowledge of native people of the region. Presentation includes three or more tribes and how the tribe may help or harm the group.

	Illustrations used in Presentation
	Students used one or two pictures in the presentation that were helpful to the understanding of the region.
	Students used 2-4 pictures that were helpful in understanding the region. 
	Students used more than 4 pictures that were vital to the understanding of the region and incorporated it into the presentation in a creative way.

	Presentation
	1-2 students show knowledge of the region, evident by the fact that only they did the work.
	All students show an adequate knowledge of the region, through a basic presentation. 
	All students show an advanced knowledge of the presentation, evident through the fact that they all contribute to the presentation
