Please
research each title to determine whether the book has content that may be
objectionable to you.

You may check out your book of choice from the public library or purchase the
book from a store/online. You must have the physical copy of the book.
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Actively read your novel. Use Post-Its, annotations, or notes in the margins of your
novel to track meaningful moments throughout the text. 

Pay special attention to:
moments where characters experience connection, isolation, belonging or
rejection
how family, friendship, love, or community shape characters’ choices
passages that connect to larger themes about humanity, relationships, or
purpose
